A patch of distorted grain resulted from birds pecking through the growing
cells of the tree; resulting in a hole and/or ingrown bark

A swirl or twist in the grain

An olive to green - black or brown discoloration of undetermined cause
in hardwood

The small core occurring in the center of the log
The living wood of pale color near the outside of the log

The wood extending from the pith to the sapwood, the cells of which no longer
participate in the life process of the tree

A separation along the grain, between the growth rings

A deviation from a straight line from end to end of the board
A lengthwise separation of the wood

Initial evidence of decay in hardwoods

Bark or lack of wood

Any variation from a true plane surface

Knot or equivalent, not exceeding 1/4" in their greatest dimension. Sound or unsound
centers not over 1/8" are admitted into cuttings. Pin Knots are No Defect (PKND)

A portion of a board obtained by cross cutting, ripping, or by both

A cutting free from rot, pith, shake, or wane. It will admit sound knots, bird peck, stain,
streaks or their equivalent, season checks not impairing the strength of the cutting,
shot and spot worm holes. Other defects are as follows: One 1/4" defect in each cutting
of less than 12 units, two 1/4" or one 1/2" defect in to each 12 units + and only on one
side of the board

A cutting having one clear face with the reverse side sound
A cutting clear of defects on both sides
